POVZETEK — Namen prispevka je prikazati obsiren
pregled raziskav s podrocja ucinkov glasbe na ucenje
in iz tega izpeljati poglavitne zakljucke o uporabnih
ucinkih glasbenih dejavnosti, s poudarkom na pasiv-
nem ali aktivnem poslusanju v ucnem okolju. Ugota-
vljamo, da je pomen glasbe v okviru izobrazevanja
prepoznan ze od starogrske in starorimske civiliza-
cije dalje. Najvecji preboj na podrocju preucevanja
glasbene dejavnosti na celostni razvoj pa je prinesla
sodobna nevroznanost ob koncu 20. stoletja, ki je do-
kazala pozitivne kratkorocne in dolgorocne ucinke
razlicnih glasbenih dejavnosti na stevilne mozganske
funkcije, ki vplivajo na ucno uspesnost. Poglavitni
ucinki glasbenih dejavnosti v povezavi z ucenjem so
vidni na kognitivnem, afektivnem in na socialnem
podrocju. Na podlagi izsledkov pregledanih raziskav
Jje na koncu poseben poudarek namenjen predstavi-
tvi prakticnih implikacij glasbenih dejavnosti v u¢no
okolje in s tem postavljen most med teorijo in prakso.
Poslusanje glasbe je predstavijeno kot didakticno
sredstvo za spodbujanje napredka pri celostnem ra-
zvoju otroka v u¢nem okolju.

ABSTRACT — The purpose of this paper is to present
the practical value of music for enriching, deepening
and simplifying the learning process, which also re-
sults in better learning achievement. Modern neuro-
science draws attention to a number of positive effects
of music on cognitive and affective functions, both for
listeners and participants. These effects were already
known and beneficially used by ancient civilizations.
After presenting a historical overview of the connec-
tion between music and education, the article sheds
further light on this connection from the neurophysi-
ological perspective. The positive effects of active
music engagement on learning achievement are pre-
sented, with an emphasis on research on the impact
of introducing music into the direct learning process.
Learning through music is placed within the concept of
holistic learning, and music is presented as a learning
method in this context. The paper aims to demonstrate,
in a structured and systematic way, when, how and for
what to use music in order to achieve the desired lear-
ning objectives as well as outlining what kind of music
should be used and in what way.

POVZETEK — Medijsko pismeni posameznik sodobne
tehnologije uporablja za doseganje socialnih, kultur-
nih in ekonomskih ciljev, pri emer je v prednosti pred
drugimi medijsko nevescimi in neusposobljenimi posa-
mezniki. Preprostih in univerzalnih resitev in odgovo-
rov na vprasanja, kako naj starsi zavarujejo svoje otro-
ke pred negativnimi vplivi medijske izpostavljenosti,
ni, saj se druzine med seboj razlikujejo glede na celo
vrsto kulturnih, socio-ekonomskih, znacajskih in dru-
gih dejavnikov.

ABSTRACT — Media literate individuals use contem-
porary technologies for achieving social, cultural and
economic goals; thereby they have advantages over
other individuals who are unskilled and uneducated
in media literacy. There are no simple and universal
solutions and answers to the questions of how parents
should protect their children from negative effects of
media exposure as families greatly differ according to
a wide array of cultural, socio-economic, characteris-
tic and other factors. The purpose of our quantitative
analysis among parents of children from the first and
second triad of primary education in Slovenia was to
determine how parents influence and mediate the expo-
sure of their children to media. Our research showed
that parents largely influence media use of their chil-
dren. Children of the first and second triad of primary
education are mostly exposed to television (71 minutes
on average), which is used both for watching TV pro-
grammes and other video content as well as for play-
ing games. Factual media exposure usually exceeds
the limits and rules set by parents. Children’s total
daily exposure to media amounts to about three hours.

POVZETEK — Prosti cas je namenjen pocitku in
razvedrilu po napornem Solskem delu. Ucenci imajo
prosti ¢as tudi v Soli (med odmorom, v podaljsanem
bivanju). Ucenci z motnjami v duSevnem razvoju
(MDR) imajo zaradi zniZanih intelektualnih sposob-
nosti in tezav z nacrtovanjem in izvajanjem aktivnosti
ve¢ omejitev pri prezivijanju prostega casa.

ABSTRACT — The purpose of leisure is to rest, relax
and have fun after school or work. Students also have
leisure in schools (e.g. during breaks, after school).
Students with intellectual disabilities have problems
with planning and/or performing different activities.
That is why they also have problems with spending
their leisure time or showing interest in activities. Stu-
dents with intellectual disabilities normally have fewer
interests, maybe only one or none, it depends on the
type of their disability, deficits and other factors. Using
a sample of 54 students with intellectual disabilities,
we wanted to get an insight into their interests during
their education. We wanted to know if gender, age and
type of intellectual disability influence students’ inter-
ests. The results show that students are especially in-
terested in different sport activities, followed by games
and media (listening music, playing computer, watch-
ing TV), sewing, colouring/drawing, doing puzzles and
reading books. Some students do not show interest in
any activity. We found out that students’ interests in
different activities are statistically very importantly in-
fluenced by gender;, age and the severity of their intel-
lectual disability. The results show that students spend
their leisure time actively and they mostly do not have
problems with showing interest in different activities.

ABSTRACT — By studying the research on attachment
in children with autism spectrum disorders (ASD), 1
wanted to answer the question of whether these dis-
orders are a challenge to the validity of attachment
theory in terms of activating the attachment system,
methods of measuring attachment, attachment styles
and the role of parental sensitivity. I have found that
children with ASD are attached to their parents, it is
possible to perform the Strange Situation Procedure
with them, they are able to develop secure attachment
(although in a lower percentage than typical chil-
dren) and that parental sensitivity protects them from
insecure attachment. Research on the attachment of
children with ASD has many disadvantages and often
yields contradictory results; therefore, future research
should focus primarily on discovering new methods for
measuring attachment of children with ASD and fur-
ther checking the role of parental sensitivity.

ABSTRACT — In this paper; the reasons for cooperation
between teachers and parents and the impact of coop-
eration on students, teachers, and parents are discussed.
Cooperation is emphasized as the key to effective educa-
tion. Slovenian school legislation is examined from the
perspective of the cooperation between school/teachers
and parents, and the basis for partnership in the leg-
islation is shown. In doing so, the right of parents to
active participation in educational work is emphasized
from the perspective of the status and expectations iden-
tified in the research. The research has shown signifi-
cant differences between teachers and parents’ opinion
regarding determining the responsibilities of students
and parents, planning cooperation with parents; solv-
ing problems with individual students; addressing the
educational issues of students; and planning the work
with students with special needs. Overall, the research
has shown that the teachers are aware that the creation
of a partnership is, first and foremost, the responsibility
of the teacher, who perceives parents as equal partners
in achieving common goals. Furthermore, for the edu-
cational efficiency of today s schools, the development of
a partnership with parents is crucial.

The objectives and strategies of client cooperation or partnership depend on how
the cooperation is defined at the school level. Previous research has shown that coopera-
tion with parents is a key factor for effective education and that it helps parents develop
a positive role of an aid in the education of their child. In this paper, the reasons for the
cooperation between parents and teachers are discussed and it is shown that participati-
on has a positive impact on the student, as well as on the teachers and parents. The me-

ABSTRACT — The aim of the paper is to contribute
to the better understanding of Ovide Decroly s ideas,
their emergence, development and application in
experimental schools in Belgium. The attention is

focused on Decroly s educational thought: his under-

standing of the nature of the child and the necessity of
its development in natural surroundings. His theory
of the existence of universal human nature repre-
sented through the “centres of interests’is analysed
because it makes up the main pillar of his educational
and teaching practice. The centres of interest were
the basis of curriculum, providing the knowledge first
about itself and then about its environment. Nature
was the best surrounding for such a school, because
it ensured that children felt safe, protected and free.
1t helped develop self-esteem, tolerance, learning to
take initiative and responsibility. Freedom to talk and
move around during classes, joint and group activi-
ties and democratic organization supported the chil-
dren’s social needs. Teaching methods also followed
the nature of the child and followed three main activi-
ties in the childs process of acquisition: observation,
association and expression.

This paper analyses the educational theory and practical work of Ovide Decroly,

a Belgian educator who took an active role in the New Education movement, by de-
signing the famous Decroly method, founding the experimental school and promoting
many of the New Education ideas. The aim of the paper is to show how Decroly’s ideas
emerged, developed and were practiced in schools, and we believe that it will contribute
to the understanding of a broader movement of New Education that he was a part of.
The two aspects of his work are analysed here: conception of the child’s nature and the
organization and work in his experimental school Ecole de I’Ermitage, usually called
Ermitage or Decroly school. His theory of the human nature and the basic instincts of
the child was analysed because it offers the basis for every practical work he did, and

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ABSTRACT — Very young and preschool children
show great interest in natural science subjects. In
the curriculum of early and preschool education,
it is necessary to include more resources/activities
for the development of the child’s competencies in
natural sciences. The freedom of choosing the meth-
odological approach in the introduction of natural
science content to children of early and preschool
age contributes to the dynamics and comprehensive-
ness of education. This emphasizes the importance
of educators’ creative efforts in curriculum design,
particularly in linking methods and implicit method-
ological culture to create a successful modern educa-
tor's practice. Relying on theoretical approaches to
modern forms of education, theoretical analysis and
the results of respective authors, the paper empha-
sizes the importance of the experiment method in an
integrated curriculum of early and preschool educa-
tion. We consider the experiment method as a way of
experiential learning and an impact on the childs
comprehensive development during the successful
acquisition of natural science content.

Natural sciences are the fundamental field allowing to guide the children of an early
and preschool age towards observation, study and experimentation of the animate and
inanimate natural phenomena. Early contact of children with natural contents affects
the integral development and personality of the child and thus the child’s relationship
to nature and society. The kindergarten is a place where the child researches, discovers
and actively learns if organizational conditions (environment) are created that allow the
children to explore different phenomena and acquire various experiences, knowledge
and understanding; allows free choice of activities and partners in the learning process;
encourages children to explore, detect and solve problems; encourages the multiple

1 Uvod
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ABSTRACT — The article presents the research findings
and the case study about introducing 11-month-old chil-
dren to kindergarten, which included examinations from
various viewpoints. The qualitative research included
the parents’ experiences, the educators observations
and recordings of various children’s behaviours in the
same situations as well as the records of the parents and
the educators’ feelings in specific stressful situations,
obtained through interviews. The obtained material al-
lowed all the people involved to understand the argu-
ment and to predict the changes in the childs intrinsic
sociality. The research proceeded to try to change the
parents’ point of view of the child's socialisation in the
kindergarten and research the differences between the
parents’view of the kindergarten and the child’s sociali-
zation in a group — from entering the kindergarten to
observing the changes after a year in the kindergarten.
The results provided an insight into the influence of the
parents’ behaviour on the child, defining and exposing

forms used by the parents to face their fears, shedding

light on the parents reactions to realised and unrealised
expectations and discovering the key strategies for suc-
cessful introduction of children to kindergarten.

POVZETEK — Slovenija je z vstopom v Evropsko uni-
Jjo leta 2004 postala zanimivejSa za razlicne skupine
priseljencev in njihovih otrok. Pristojne institucije
so se z njihovim vkljucevanjem zacele intenzivne-
Jje ukvarjati Sele v zadnjem desetletju. Ceprav ima
Slovenija urejeno teoreticno podlago za vkjucevanje
priseljenskih ucencev v vzgojno-izobrazevalni sistem,
pa njihovo dejansko vkljucevanje ni usklajeno s tem,
kar ponuja vzgojno-izobrazevalni sistem, in s po-
trebami priseljenskih ucencev. Prispevek prprinasa
izhodis¢ne predpostavke za reSevanje problematike
na podrocju vkljucevanja priseljenskih ucencev, pri
Cemer posebno pozornost namenja javnim razpisom
in izvedenim projektom v okviru javnih razpisov, ki
se nanasajo na vkljucevanje priseljenskih ucencev,
ter zagovarja tezo, da drzava slabo ¢rpa financna
sredstva iz Evropskega socialnega sklada.

1 Uvod
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ABSTRACT — After its acceptance into the European
Union in 2004, Slovenia has become attractive to a va-
riety of immigrant groups, including families with chil-
dren. However; initial integration efforts were limited,
with Slovenia s relevant institutions only having made a
serious effort to integrate immigrant children into Slo-
venian society over the last decade. In practice however,
despite established theoretical foundation, there is a dis-
crepancy between the needs of immigrant children and
what is being offered to them by the Slovenian educa-
tion system. The paper examines the baseline assump-
tions for tackling the issue of integration of immigrant
pupils, paying special attention to public tenders and
implemented projects in the framework of public ten-
ders related to the integration of immigrant pupils, and
advocates the thesis that the state is poorly absorbing
the financial resources from the European Social Fund.
The use of the method of theoretical research offers a
holistic approach to the understanding of the problem
of absorption of funds, which could provide additional
financial resources for solving integration issues.

cev, beguncev, prosilcev za azil in oseb z zacasno zas¢ito, vendar Ministrstvo za izobra-
Zevanje, znanost in $port (v nadaljevanju: MIZS) ne vodi evidence vpisanih priseljen-
skih ucencev v osnovne Sole. Na podlagi vlog Sol za soglasje k uram dodatne strokovne
pomoci (ucenje slovenscine) za priseljenske ucence, ki se prvo leto Solajo v Sloveniji,
lahko MIZS posredno in okvirno ugotovi le, koliko teh u¢encev se je violalo v tekocem
Solskem letu.

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POVZETEK — Najnovejsi evropski in tudi slovenski
dokumenti pisejo o zagotavijanju kakovosti v viso-
koSolskem prostoru, pri cemer se ves cas poudarja
tudi skrb univerz za usposobljenost visokosSolskih
uciteljev in njihov strokovni razvoj. V prispevku smo
izhajali iz predpostavke, da je eden izmed kazalnikov
za kakovost visokoSolskega poucevanja tudi ucinko-
vito govorno nastopanje visokoSolskih uciteljev in
sodelavcev.

1 Uvod
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ABSTRACT — The newest European and Slovenian
documents write about quality assurance in higher-
education institutions, emphasizing the responsibility
of the universities for the higher-education teachers’
competence and professional development. This ar-
ticle is based on the assumption that one of the in-
dicators of higher-education quality is their speak-
ing skills. The research finds, among other, that most
respondents think well-prepared oral performances
are very important. The speaking skills are positively
influenced by the teachers’ familiarity with the suc-
cessful oral performance criteria and the importance
of preparation. We found that the more the respond-
ents are familiar with these criteria, the better their
speaking skills, and that the extension of the impor-
tance of preparation increases their ability for oral
performances, which certainly has a positive effect on
the higher-education teaching quality.

1 Uvod
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ABSTRACT — The article demonstrates the meaning
of a learning organisation for successful introduction
of formative monitoring in schools by reducing isola-
tion among teachers and providing them with mutual
help and support. A good practice example is pre-
sented, describing a two-year introduction of forma-
tive monitoring in the Gustav Silih primary school
in Velenje, where, for this purpose, the team carried
out five workshops, in which the teachers were ad-
ditionally empowered for the introduction of forma-
tive monitoring and provided with opportunities to
exchange good practices, have professional discus-
sions and solve problems. The research carried out at
the end of the second year of the introduction shows
that all teachers participating in the workshops intro-
duced formative monitoring. The main motivator of
this introduction were the workshops and encourage-
ment of colleagues, followed by the encouragement
of the headmistress, demonstrating the great power of
a learning organisation. The approaches which were
most common and efficient in class are introduced as
well as positive effects of formative monitoring ob-
served among the students.

1 Introduction
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ABSTRACT — The objective of the paper was to ex-
plore university teaching in the context of using new
technologies that are nowadays ubiquitous, and to
determine whether there is a correlation between new
technologies and students’ satisfaction and motivation
and whether new technologies affect the greater con-
tent adoption. The survey results show that students
are more satisfied and motivated in classes where new
technologies are used, while the experiment results
show that students from both the control and experi-
mental group scored equally in the test of knowledge,
which differs from students’ attitudes about new tech-
nologies affecting greater content adoption. The paper
represents a step forward from the traditional methods
of research in pedagogy and didactics, where peda-
gogues and psychologists are the only ones using and
researching motivation and satisfaction, as well as
content adoption, while here the awareness of the im-
portance of this subject shifted into other professions,
which is extremely important in the Croatian context.

The modernity of university teaching is reflected, among other things, in the use of
new technologies. Most households have internet access from home, they have smart-
phones and computers (all kinds), and individuals are connected on various social net-
works, providing quick access to information and multitasking, which starts to question
the linear perception of time. Castells (2005) points out that social, technological, eco-
nomic and cultural changes have led to the creation and growth of a new type of society
which he calls “the network society”. This society represents a qualitative change in
human experience. Namely, a culture emerges and develops through the interaction of
symbols and relationships among individuals, and the very nature of these relationships
(with the help of ICT) has changed significantly.
