Based on
empirical research on the homework load of students
from grades one to eight, we have established that
students in Croatian primary schools are subject to
homework overload. First grade students show a daily
homework load of 6.4 hours and eighth grade students
even 10.4 hours. The results show that homework as
a learning strategy is an additional load for students
in Croatian compulsory education, which is why it is
necessary to balance it out among the various school
subjects and dimension it accordingly.

Homework has always been a part of Croatian school culture. Almost from the

first day of school, homework becomes a part of a child’s life and its aim is to develop
a more independent form of work directed to improving the final overall mark. It
derives from and is reflected through the effectiveness of teaching in the process of
learning. The effectiveness of teaching and learning is determined through the qual-
ity of the results achieved and is directly related to producing the desired outcome.
Homework in the context of learning mostly derives from classes.

Those classes which promote each student’s progress, the successfulness, and
improvement and stimulation of the overall development are deemed effective. In
modern societies, it is vital to teach an individual how to form their own opinions
and develop a sense of personal responsibility, as well as to allow students to develop
the capability of anticipating changes and adapting to these; in other words, life-

POVZETEK —V ¢lanku se ukvarjamo s pojavom na-
silja, in sicer ugotavljamo, v koliksni meri se le-to
pojavija kot posledica konfliktnih situacij med osnov-
nosolci. V teoreticnem delu najprej predstavimo, kaj
nasilno vedenje je in kaksne oblike poznamo, podrob-
neje pa predstavimo nasilje med vrstniki — vrstnisko
nasilje, do katerega v oddelkih prihaja tudi zaradi
konfliktnih situacij med ucenci. Rezultati kazejo, da se
na podrocju konfliktmih situacij, ki so nasilne ali lah-
ko vodijo v nasilje, le-to ne pojavija pogosto.

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ABSTRACT — The article deals with the incidence of
violent behaviour, namely to note the extent to which
it occurs as a result of conflict situations among stu-
dents. In the theoretical part the definition of violent
behaviour is introduced first and what types of vio-
lent behaviour are known. It is followed by a detailed
presentation of the acts of violence among peers (bul-
lying) which occur in classes at school as a result of
conflict situations among students. The results show
that conflict situations which are violent or may lead
to violence do not occur often. In most cases students
perceive (i.e., experience and cause) them rarely.
To summarize the results, it would make sense to
implement preventive activities among the students
regarding the frequency of the occurrence of violent
behaviour because of conflict situations. It would
encourage students to reduce or eliminate the identi-
fied conflicts situations which may lead to violence.

ABSTRACT — There has been a rising interest in Turk-
ish children’s parents about equipping their children
with recent prerequisite knowledge and skills although
preschool education is still not compulsory in Turkey.

These sectors have offered many motivating courses
such as, swimming, English teaching, chess playing
and aerobics.

POVZETEK — Studija je raziskala manifestacije strahu
pred neuspehom med simulacijami poslovnih sestan-
kov za ciljno skupino nematernih ucencev anglescine
kot Studentov ekonomije.

ABSTRACT — The present study explored the mani-
festations of the fear of failure during business-meet-
ing simulations in a foreign language for a target
group of non-native students of economics. It em-
ploys a qualitative in-depth interview (N = 30) as an
optimal indicator of the fear of failure. The results re-
veal that the difference between the foreign language
speaking ability of the respondents who earn higher
grades and the ones with lower grades in business-
meeting simulations in English is quite deeply rooted
in the fear of failure. The specifics of group dynamics
during group communication also play an impor-
tant role regardless of their good foreign language
knowledge or the use of (in)effective fear-coping
strategies. All the interviewees’ effective fear-coping
strategies are deemed adequate enough for mitigat-
ing the fear of failure of non-native speakers in the
preparation for a challenging speaking task, such as
a simulation in a foreign language.

ABSTRACT — The global trends of distance educa-
tion or e-study are spreading into Slovenian higher
education. Consequently, Slovenian higher education
institutions are launching distance undergraduate pro-
grammes for the 2014/2015 academic year, with 930
available places. It is clear from the programme enroll-
ment that distance education only occurs on part-time
study programmes. However, studying online (e-study)
could also represent a full-time study method. Based
on doubts raised in the media relating to the quality
of distance education, this paper presents an overview
of the legislation and supporting documentation and
highlights the critical points which need be taken in
account when e-study is being implemented. E-study
is merely the way in which the study is performed, and
taking into account modern pedagogical approaches,
studies should focus on the student and their activities
and the achievement of the learning outcomes of an
accredited study programme.

The assessment of the
students’ transition, the number of graduates and the
duration of the study need to focus on the assessment
systems to monitor the achievement of the learning
outcomes and the responsibility for them.

ABSTRACT — The mission of higher education teach-
ing staff consists of scholarly research, teaching and
professional work. In the context of the research and
pedagogical activity in higher education we noticed
that the research activity comes in first place, while
the teaching activity and within it also the pedagogi-
cal training and qualification of an individual are in a
subordinate position. Different authors highlight the
importance of both elements for achieving a quality
(mass) higher education. In the international environ-
ment there are more and more tendencies towards an
appropriate pedagogical qualification of higher edu-
cation teaching staff. On the base of a review and an
analysis of the relevant acts and legislation in Slovenia
it has been established that a pedagogical qualifica-
tion is obligatory, nevertheless there are no exact defi-
nitions of what it should include. Also in the internal
acts of Slovenian universities there is no consistency
in the field of pedagogical training and the qualifica-
tion of higher education teaching staff. In our opinion,
raising the importance of higher education pedagogi-
cal work is inter alia connected to an adequate defini-
tion of it in the national higher education legislation
and regulations and should in practice be followed by
its appropriate and successful implementation.
